       I guess it shouldnôt have come to anyoneôs surprise that 

one day, our time at Scioto Downs would come to an endð

but what a great 25 year run we had.   

       The first year at Scioto Downs, 1985, marked the first 

year that the individual and team races were combined.  Two 

years later, future Olympian Bob Kennedy defended his 

1986 crown with the fastest time ever run by a male athlete 

in 15:03.2.  On another day in 1996, we marveled as Katy 

Radkewich of Beaumont raced to the women's best time of 

16:59.8.   

       Caldwell High School seemed to like the old place also 

as they dominated the team racing with the longest consecu-

tive winning streak of eight State Championships running 

from 1985-1992.  The time at Scioto Downs ended just as 

spectacularly with Woodridgeôs five year streak.  On the 

womenôs side, with their eighth State Championship in 2010, 

Minster became the womenôs team leader passing Beau-

montôs combined DI/DII total of seven.   

       Seldom did we see a year where a boys and girls team 

from the same high school won a titleðbut it happened 

twice in Division II:  in 1997 with Mogadore Field, and 

again in 2005 with Salem. 

       And then there was heartacheðso many moments of 

absolute courage as we watched athletes stagger and crawl  

to the finish.  None of 

us have to reach very 

back in our visual 

memory to remember 

the 2007 effort of 

Claire Markwardt of 

Berkshire dragging her 

broken leg behind her 

as she helped her team 

to a 4th place finish.   

Anyone who saw it will 

never forget it. 

       Finally, we will each find our personal moments.  For 

meðjust being there for fifteen of the twenty years with kids 

or teams.  Each trip was specialðeach trip unique.  Twiceð

once with the girls (1992) and once with the boys (1993)- we 

were the Runners-up.  And then onceðon a very special, 

chilly afternoon in November of 1991ðour girls stood on 

the top spot and heard themselves announced as ñState 

Champions!ò  I can call it back like yesterday. 

       Butðnow it is 2011 and a new Championship site 

awaits us and the chance to build new memories, new re-

cords, and new champions!

It is the coachôs responsi-

bility to have the eligibility form signed by the school principal or guidance counselor.  No athlete will be entered into our re-

cords whose grade point average has not been correctly figured on a 4.000 scale.  The grades should be figured on a non-

weighted scale.  No point average can be over a 4.000.  This can and must be done.   

          Please take the time to read and complete your athletesô forms correctly.
